Repent and Believe       
     Consider the Gospel story for today. Imagine 
Jesus’ life for those forty days, and his love for 
you that drove him into the desert in the first 
place. Then think of the moment when he emerged 
and began to announce his Kingdom was at hand. 
Take a word that comes to mind and reflect a 
moment on what it means to you personally. For 
example, you might have been drawn to the 
words, “Repent, and  believe in the gospel.” Ask yourself what they 
mean in your own life. How is Jesus calling you to repentance this Lent 
so that you can believe more deeply that the Kingdom of God is here? 
     It takes courage to admit our sins and our weaknesses. We long 
so deeply to be loved, and we are often afraid that our imperfections 
make us unlovable. This fear often prevents us from admitting our sins, 
keeping us enslaved to Satan and our hearts closed off from the  
Lord’s mercy. 
     Recall Jesus’ words to St. Faustina, “Always fight with the deep 
conviction that I am with you.” When we remember that God is with us 
in our fight against sin, and that he will always love us, repentance 
becomes effortless. His “perfect love casts out fear” This week, call to 
mind the sins and weaknesses that you are ashamed to show even to 
God. Try to fight with the deep conviction that he is with you, and 
bring these things to the confessional with true repentance in your 
heart. Be sure to pay attention to the faith that grows in your heart 
as you repent. 

What is the Church’s official position concerning 
penance and abstinence from meat during Lent? 

     The 1983 revision of the Code of Canon Law require that 
Catholics between ages of 19 and 59 are obliged to fast on 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. In addition, all Catholics 
14 years of age and older must abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday and all Fridays of Lent. Fasting as 

explained by the U.S. Bishops means partaking of only one full meal, but you 
may choose when to have that meal and you may have some food at other 
times, not equaling a full meal. Abstinence forbids the use of meat, but not of 
fish, eggs, milk products or condiments made of animal fat.
